Casting Ceremony/Orientation –
The casting ceremony will be held on September 3rd and all the kids will be cast into four different houses with the ages evenly distributed.  The House of Noah, the House of Abraham, the House of Moses, & the House of David.  Each year the Lower Classmen will be recast but once a student enters as a Middle Classmen (6th grade year) he/she will stay in the same house until high school graduation.
Houses –
House of Noah, represented by the covenant sign of the rainbow

House of Abraham, represented by the covenant sign of generational stars 

House of Moses, represented by the covenantal sign of the Law

House of David, represented by the covenantal sign of the crown/royalty

The covenants of the story of God’s redeeming work are built into the names of the houses, which allows us leaders to remind ourselves and the kids that we are part of something grander than the X-amount of time we have been alive.  In other words, we want to say, “this is our history...your house has a name…let me tell you the story as the name of your house bears witness to the parts of the story leading up to the life and work of Jesus (Noah, Abraham, Moses, & David)  So, we get to be a part of bringing His kingdom to bear over all the Earth.” Hence the name, Cornerstone School of Covenant and Kingdom.

House Scholars & House Professors –

House Scholars are elders from Cornerstone.  House Professors are deacons, parents, leadership volunteers, etc.  House Scholars promote purity in the house, unity in the school, and instruction of the catechism.  House Professors do the same but also manage the houses and lead their appointed Covenant Group.  Professors and Scholars will also be cast into a house.
Stones –

How do the stones work?

The four houses will compete for the House Cup against one another and collect what we call “stones.”  Stones are the points that individuals and teams earn which go towards the house’s race for the House Cup.  Stones are earned through catechism training, skits/activities, games, charity towards one another, loyalty, friendship, and courage and stones cannot be taken away.  The reason we are choosing “stones” instead of points is because it is a short-term illustration for the long-term reality we hope to see in the kids of Cornerstone –  “STEPPing Stones to Enduring Faith.”

How can my house earn stones?

A student gets 15 stones per block of catechism answers memorized.

A student gets 15 stones for bringing a friend/neighbor

A student gets 5 stones for any act of kindness, sportsmanship, loyalty, loving neighbor as yourself, etc. (unless otherwise noted)

A student gets 5 stones for attendance

A student gets 5 stones for wearing school uniform

A student gets 5 stones for Scripture memorization on Sunday mornings

Can a student or a house lose stones?

(5 Stones) A student can never lose a stone, with two exceptions.  Hopefully this will never happen after the message from the headmaster, but a student can lose a stone if he/she goes to a scholar or professor and complains about not getting a stone, or if he/she goes to a scholar or professor and says that he/she has done something that deserves a stone.  In other words, the scholar must either see it happen, or the scholar must hear from a professor or upper classmen about the act.  It is up to the scholar whether or not the student gets a warning.

We will award the stones in the following manner:

Stones During Covenant Training – 

1. Students to their covenant group for lesson/catechism memorization
2. Students will be tested in houses by scholars & house professors
3. Stones awarded to each child for attendance, dress code
, cat mem.

4. 15 stones awarded for perfect recitation first time.  If they stumble they can try again for 10 stones, and once more for 5 stones.  In other words three strikes and you are out.  The scholar can assist A LOT if a third try is required.  
5. Carol collects the attendance and stone reports from house scholars
6. Nathan holds the pouring ceremony and makes special note of acts of kindness.
Stones During Kingdom Telling –

1. One stone awarded to each child for attendance
2. During Kingdom telling we will have random quizzing on the catechism questions.  If the student randomly picked gets the answer the house gets 10 stones.  He can punt to a friend in the same house and if that friend gets it the house gets 5 stones.
3. At the end of Kingdom Telling, scholars and profs will judge the activity and the winning house will be awarded 50 stones, 25 stones for 2nd place, 15 for 3rd place, and 10 stones for 4th place.
4. Return to Great Hall for dessert, chant, & pouring ceremony
Stones During Kingdom Feast –

1. One stone awarded to each child for attendance

2. After feast, houses compete in games and again we will have random questions and chants/cheers during the quarters of the games. Just like the previous week, if the student randomly picked gets the answer the house gets five stones.  Or, she can punt to a friend in the same house and if that friend gets it the house gets 3 stones.
3. At the end of the games, the winning house will be awarded 50 stones, 25 stones for 2nd place, 15 for a tie for 3rd place.
4. Return to the Great Hall for dessert, chant, & pouring ceremony
Stones During Kingdom Action –

There will be no stones awarded during kingdom action.  But parents & volunteers are encouraged to quiz their children or any other students they have with them to reinforce the catechism during that time.  The following week right before worship we will have one more chant with the catechisms before exams and then we will move to the next theme.

Covenant Group Training –

This will typically fall on the first week of the month (see schedule) and will involve a lesson, but also a fun data dumping of our tradition’s catechism questions into the minds and hearts of the kids (and the leaders I might add).  We have developed a curriculum based on the following books: Children’s First Catechism, The Westminster Shorter Catechism, Kids Quest Catechism Club, Belonging to Christ, A Study of the Catechism: the Westminster Shorter Catechism for Families.  Our desire is to have this be a time of learning but we are also striving to make it conducive to each age group and to make it fun too!  These Covenant Groups are broken down into ages as follows:

Neo Classmen – preK and K

1st & 2nd years – 1st and 2nd grade

3rd-5th years – 3rd-5th grade

Middle Classmen – Junior High, assist the Upper helping younger students 

Upper Classmen – Senior High, otherwise known as house boys and house girls and they assist the House Professors and House Scholars of the houses in helping and guiding the younger kids.

Kingdom Telling –

While Covenant Groups will typically meet the first week of the month, the second week will be designated for “kingdom telling.”  Houses will get together to prepare for activities like skits, stories, illustrations, media clips, object lessons, etc. and will pertain to the theme of the catechism questions in order to help the kids memorize.  Then, we will gather as a group and each house will present their project.

Kingdom Feast –

Covenant Feast will typically fall on the third week of the month and this will consist of a “block party” at the church.  We will grill outside and have a large feast, encouraging parents, leaders, and kids to bring a side dish to share.  Included in this evening will be things like music and games in which there will be opportunities

for winning House points.  As is the case every week, all parents, members of Cornerstone, and non-members are invited.  During the feast, however, each child who wants to can find a DHP (Designated House Professor) in order to recite the months answers to the catechism questions

Kingdom Action –

Kingdom action is not an “off night” but it is a “go week.”  We will be encouraging our families to go into the community some time that week and serve the community.  Simply inviting another family/neighbor over for dinner, or adopting
 one of the kids of CSCK to hang out with, or older students serving at Star of Hope, for example.  We will not meet at the church and again want to reiterate to families that this is not an off night, but a “go night.”  This is an opportunity to take kingdom action seriously—applying the catechism questions we have memorized in our Covenant Groups.  Share with others what we did that week?

House Orientation - September 3rd

DINNER & INTRODUCTION

The Fellowship Hall will be lit by candles and we will have dinner at the tables.  Four rows of tables will be lined parallel together. (Need people to set up the Great Hall on Tuesday)

Students arrive, check in, get dinner, and they sit at round table in fellowship hall for dinner.    

At 6:15, the lights will be dimmed and candles lit still in the first room of the fellowship hall.  The doors to the overflow area will be closed.  Assistant Headmaster Nathan will pray and welcome the kids to CSCK and let them know that though they were specifically invited, they are ALWAYS aloud and we want them to invite their friends or anyone they think might want to come to CSCK.  Since you were invited, now you get to go invite others.

Headmaster Carico: “But now it is time for the long awaited casting ceremony.  Each one of you will be cast or placed into a house and that house tells a story about how God used certain men in history to rescue his world and his people.  These men from the Bible are Noah of the Ark, Abraham with generations as numerous as the stars in the sky, Moses of the Law, and David the poet King!  But before we proceed with the casting ceremony, we have a message from our Headmaster (the Headmaster is me as an alter ego…it will make sense later if not now).  You are not going to see him very much this year.  He is a VERY busy man.  But he has a poem for us that will explain the name of the school.  It will tell you about each house and the story behind the houses.  Listen carefully though, because sometimes the Headmaster uses big words!  You can ask your professors if you have any questions.  Are you ready to hear from the headmaster?  

After the message from the Headmaster, I will briefly explain the casting poem and move to the casting ceremony.

CASTING CEREMONY

We will open the dividing door closest to the far wall of the fellowship hall and lead the kids into the overflow area.  They will sit between the four tables of the four houses waiting to be cast.

Scholars & Professors will take their places around their house table (the table will be covered with a table cloth of the house color and a candle with the house color).  Next I will cast each upper classman quickly and they will join the scholars and receive their t-shirts. 

I will then cast the Middle Classmen taking a little more time and finally the lower classmen, taking more time with them…bantering a little.  After each student is cast into a house there ought to be great cheering and encouragement!  ALSO, the scholar will receive the new student’s t-shirt from Professor Kathy Jorgenson who will be walking behind the tables delivering the shirts.  PLEASE give and help the kids put on their new shirts!
RETREAT TO HOUSE COMMON ROOM

Each house will be standing around the table and instruction will be given by assistant Headmaster Nathan for the Upper Classmen to escort the middle and lower classmen to their house common room.  The house common rooms are as follows: 

House of Noah= “Noah’s Nook” – conference Room in Gym

House of Abraham= “Abraham’s Attic” – Upstairs above gym

House of Moses= “Moses’ Mansion” – Moses Law Library

House of David= “David’s Domain” – inside the gym

The house scholar and the house professors will follow the house to the common room and walk in to the room announcing your presence with “authority.”  

The house scholar, an upper classmen, and a professor will present the following information to the house upon arriving to the common room:

House SCHOLAR: “WELCOME everyone!  To the house of  _____! This is your house common room for the year.

Does anyone remember anything The Headmaster said about (Noah/Abraham/David/Moses)?

(The name of the School will have been explained by Nathan right before the casting ceremony.)

Throughout the year we will meet here together as a house to spend time together, to get ready for some exciting games, to do really fun activities together, and to test for the memorization of the catechism.

Does anyone know what a catechism is?”

Upper Classman: They certainly better know by the end of the year!

House Professor: Ahhhh…you think you know all about catechisms?  Then tell me, _Bob_, what is the chief end of man?

Upper Classmen: The chief end of man is to glorify God and enjoy him forever!

House Professor: Pretty good Bob…so do you want to tell everyone what a catechism is and why we are memorizing them?  

Upper Classmen: (looking a little embarrassed) ummmm, could you tell them professor?

House Professor: The catechism is a little book of questions and answers that will help you understand more about God and the Bible.

House Scholar: [Clapping] Thank you, Professor.  And very impressive, _Bob_!  Bob is an upper classmen here at CSCK and he is going to help you memorize the catechisms this year.  Also, Jane is a house Professor.  And I am your house scholar.  If you have any questions about anything you can ask us.  We are going to work together as a house to memorize the catechisms to beat the other houses and win the HOUSE CUP!  To win the house cup we have to have the most stones at the end of the year.  Bob, can you tell them what a stone is?

Upper Classmen: [Whips out stone really fast] THIS!  Is a stone!  You get ONE STONE just for showing up every Wednesday!  You get ONE STONE for wearing your House Shirt every Wednesday!  You get a stone for memorizing catechism answers.  All your stones go to the total for the house!  Also, we as a house get stones for winning games and activities!  You get stones for good sportsmanship, for kindness, for loving your neighbor, for loyalty, for friendship, and things like that!  And remember, if we have the most stones at the end of the year, then we win the HOUSE CUP!

House Scholar: But also remember, the only people who can award stones are me, the Upper Classmen, and your House Professors.  These are your house professors… [introduce all professors, calling them Professor Yuvancic, for example…we don’t HAVE to be that formal, but I will be that way with the kids if they call one of you by your first name…just to get under their skin and to remind them that you are in authority over them]

House Professor: Oh, Next week you are going to break up into your own age groups and start working on the Catechism…its called Covenant triaining!…yes, that means you will be with people from other houses while you learn.

House Scholar: The week after that we are going to get our House Shield!  Later in the year we are going to use that shield in a game but first we have to decorate it to win some stones!

Upper Classmen: the week after that we are having a Kingdom Feast!  We are going to grill out, have a big feast, and then we are going to compete against the other houses in a game!  Whoever wins that game gets 50 stones!

House Professor: and then the week after that, we are going to go out into the community to serve the community.  For example, one night in October we are going to deliver some treats to some people who will be very glad to see us! 

House Scholar: Yes…we are going to do all of this every month.  There are going to be tons of opportunities to win stones for the house.  But remember, the easiest way to get stones is just to show up and wear your shirt every week!

Upper Classmen: And memorize the catechisms!
House Scholar: Does everyone remember what a catechism is? 

The catechism is a little book of questions and answers that will help you understand more about God and the Bible.  You guys ready to take on the other houses?

Here I also want to encourage you to come up with a house chant to teach the kids.  This will gain your house some points…Scholars and professors should talk to the upper classmen about this because they might have some good ideas!
House Scholar closes with prayer, the Upper Classmen escorts the Middle and Lower classmen back to the Great Hall (followed by the scholar and professors) for casting cakes and a surprise pouring ceremony!  

Give houses stones right off the bat to get them excited…everyone gets the same amount!

The Glory of God

I. Materials Needed:

Sugar, flour, salt, and an egg…or…

II. Instruction:

Ask Who made you? (God) Pointing to individual children, say…

Isn't it wonderful to know that God made you – and you – and me?  He made each one of us to be special and different. He made some people short and others tall, he gave curly hair to some and straight to others, and he gave each of us different things that we can do well.  Look at the tiny lines on the ends of your fingers.  Those lines make up your fingerprints.  No two people on earth have identical fingerprints.  There's no one else in the world exactly like you.

What else did God make besides us? Wait for answers.  

The Bible says that God made all things.  Some people have other ideas about how the world was made, but the very first words in the Bible tell us the truth: God made the world. 

Read Gen 1:1 from your Bible.

Did you know that you have already learned the first two

catechism questions? Read Q/A 1-2.  We're off to an easy start, aren't we?  Let's stand and answer those questions together. Ask Q 1-2 and let the children recite the answer.

1 Q. Who made you?

A. God.

2 Q. What else did God make?

A. God made all things.

Ask But how did God make everything? Read Genesis 1:3. 

Isn’t that amazing!  God spoke and it happened.  God formed the universe just by saying, "Let there be” – let there be light, and sky, and dry land, and plants, and animals. These verses tell us something else amazing about creation. 

If I want to make something, I have to use things that already exist.  As you remove the covering from the supplies supplied for you, invite the children to gather around.  Ask for two volunteers to choose the three or four things that can be put together to bake something or to build something.  Then say…

I can't just say, "Let there be cookies,” when I want to make cookies or, “Let there be a house," when I want to build a house.  I have to use the right things to make cookies or build a house.  When God created the world, he didn't use other things because there weren't any other things. Nothing had been made yet.  He just spoke and created the world when there was nothing.

Here's another question: why did God make us? 

Some people think God made us because he was lonely and needed people to love; but God is complete.  He doesn't need anything or anyone.  Many people think they were made just to be happy and have fun all the time.  What are some of things that people think will make them happy? (money, things, being a famous athlete) God may give us good things like these, and they may make us happy for a while.  Can you think of something you wanted so much that you asked your parents for it over and over?  When you finally got it, you played with it or used it all the time.  But now it’s in a corner of your room and you don’t pay much attention to it anymore.  It didn’t make you happy for very long, did it?  Things won’t make us happy for very long because God didn’t make us just to have lots of things or just to have fun.  The reason God made us is so we can glorify him.  Listen to what the catechism says.  Read Q/A 3-5.  

Ask the children Q 3-5 and lead them in the answers.  Then ask the questions and let them recite the answers.

Q. 3. Why did God make you and all things? 

A. For his own glory.

Q. 4. How can you glorify God? 

A. By loving him and doing what he commands.

Q. 5. Why ought you to glorify God? 

A. Because he made me and takes care of me.

Now let’s think about this. What is God’s glory?  Let the children share their ideas.  Say…When we talk about God’s glory, we’re talking about how great and good God is.  The world God made shows how great and good he is.  

God also made people in a very special way that makes us different from the animals and makes us able to show God’s glory in a special way.  Read Genesis 1:27. 

What does that verse tell us about the way God created people? (God created is in his own image) 

God made us to be like him in some ways so we can reflect wonderful things about him – things that show how great and good he is.  Hold up the mirror and ask…When you look in the mirror do you really see yourself?  Are you really standing inside that mirror looking back at you?  Let the children answer you.  Say… What you see in the mirror is a reflection of yourself, which is like a picture or an image of yourself.  Does the image in the mirror show everything about you?  It doesn’t show the front and the back of your head at the same time.  Does it show what you ate for breakfast or what you’re thinking about?  

We don’t reflect everything about God either, but he has made us in his image so we can reflect some things about him.  We glorify God when we reflect things like his goodness and love and patience and forgiveness.  Glorifying God is what really makes us happy because that’s what God created us to do. 

Question 4 in the catechism says that we glorify God by loving him and doing what he commands.  But let me tell you something very important.  We can only love and obey God if we have been cleansed from our sin by Jesus Christ.  We can never glorify God just by trying hard to be good because we can't be good enough to glorify God.  Glorifying God is not just about what we do on the outside.  Glorifying God begins in our hearts.  The Holy Spirit must give us new hearts so that we want to turn away from our sins and trust Jesus to forgive our sins and save us from the punishment we deserve.   Then the Holy Spirit will help us to love and trust God and want to obey him.

One way that we trust and obey God is by learning what he has told us about himself in the Bible.  As we learn more about him, we will become more like him.  Then we will reflect wonderful things about him more and more in what we think and say and do.  What are some other ways that we can obey God? (obey parents, be kind to others, do your best in school, share without fussing, go to church to worship God and learn about him)

When other people see that we love and trust God and want to obey him, they may want to know God too.  That's another way that we glorify him—by showing others how good and great God is.  

That's how we glorify God, but why should we glorify God? We should glorify him because he made us and takes care of us. What are some ways that God takes care of us? (He gives us everything we need—-food, clothes, school, parents and others to take, care of us. He promises to be with us always.)

We have learned two big truths about God today. We've learned that God made everything and that he made us to be like him in some ways so we can glorify God by loving him and doing what he commands. What a wonderful God we have!

~~As you conclude, say We learned from the catechism today that God made us, he loves us and takes care of us, and we are to glorify him by loving and obeying him.
The two big reasons why we are studying the catechism are so that we can learn about God and so we can learn to love, trust and obey him more and more. We need to ask God to help us glorify him by loving and obeying him. King David, who wrote many of the psalms in our Bible, asked God for that very thing. Each week we will pray David's prayer from Psalm 119:73-74 together.  

Show-Teaching-Aid provided and explain to the children that you are praying words from Scripture and that it is good for us to pray God's words back to him. Say the first line and let the children repeat it after you, proceeding through both verses.

It doesn’t show the front and the back of your head at the same time.  Does it show what you ate for breakfast or what you’re thinking about?  

We don’t reflect everything about God either, but he has made us in his image so we can reflect some things about him.  We glorify God when we reflect things like his goodness and love and patience and forgiveness.  Glorifying God is what really makes us happy because that’s what God created us to do. 

Question 4 in the catechism says that we glorify God by loving him and doing what he commands.  But let me tell you something very important.  We can only love and obey God if we have been cleansed from our sin by Jesus Christ.  We can never glorify God just by trying hard to be good because we can't be good enough to glorify God.  Glorifying God is not just about what we do on the outside.  Glorifying God begins in our hearts.  The Holy Spirit must give us new hearts so that we want to turn away from our sins and trust Jesus to forgive our sins and save us from the punishment we deserve.   Then the Holy Spirit will help us to love and trust God and want to obey him.

One way that we trust and obey God is by learning what he has told us about himself in the Bible.  As we learn more about him, we will become more like him.  Then we will reflect wonderful things about him more and more in what we think and say and do.  What are some other ways that we can obey God? (obey parents, be kind to others, do your best in school, share without fussing, go to church to worship God and learn about him)

When other people see that we love and trust God and want to obey him, they may want to know God too.  That's another way that we glorify him—by showing others how good and great God is.  

That's how we glorify God, but why should we glorify God? We should glorify him because he made us and takes care of us. What are some ways that God takes care of us? (He gives us everything we need—-food, clothes, school, parents and others to take, care of us. He promises to be with us always.)

We have learned two big truths about God today. We've learned that God made everything and that he made us to be like him in some ways so we can glorify God by loving him and doing what he commands. What a wonderful God we have!

The Glory of God

I. Materials Needed:

Sugar, flour, salt, and an egg…or…

Hammer, nails, wood, etc.

Something to cover these items. 

II. Instruction:

Ask Who made you? (God) Pointing to individual children, say…

Isn't it wonderful to know that God made you – and you – and me?  He made each one of us to be special and different. He made some people short and others tall, he gave curly hair to some and straight to others, and he gave each of us different things that we can do well.  Look at the tiny lines on the ends of your fingers.  Those lines make up your fingerprints.  No two people on earth have identical fingerprints.  There's no one else in the world exactly like you.

What else did God make besides us? Wait for answers.  

The Bible says that God made all things.  Some people have other ideas about how the world was made, but the very first words in the Bible tell us the truth: God made the world. 

Read Gen 1:1 from your Bible.

Did you know that you have already learned the first two

catechism questions? Read Q/A 1-2.  We're off to an easy start, aren't we?  Let's stand and answer those questions together. Ask Q 1-2 and let the children recite the answer.

1 Q. Who made you?

A. God.

2 Q. What else did God make?

A. God made all things.

Ask But how did God make everything? Read Genesis 1:3. 

Isn’t that amazing!  God spoke and it happened.  God formed the universe just by saying, "Let there be” – let there be light, and sky, and dry land, and plants, and animals. These verses tell us something else amazing about creation. 

If I want to make something, I have to use things that already exist.  As you remove the covering from the supplies supplied for you, invite the children to gather around.  Ask for two volunteers to choose the three or four things that can be put together to bake something or to build something.  Then say…

I can't just say, "Let there be cookies,” when I want to make cookies or, “Let there be a house," when I want to build a house.  I have to use the right things to make cookies or build a house.  When God created the world, he didn't use other things because there weren't any other things. Nothing had been made yet.  He just spoke and created the world when there was nothing.

Here's another question: why did God make us? 

Some people think God made us because he was lonely and needed people to love; but God is complete.  He doesn't need anything or anyone.  Many people think they were made just to be happy and have fun all the time.  What are some of things that people think will make them happy? (money, things, being a famous athlete) God may give us good things like these, and they may make us happy for a while.  Can you think of something you wanted so much that you asked your parents for it over and over?  When you finally got it, you played with it or used it all the time.  But now it’s in a corner of your room and you don’t pay much attention to it anymore.  It didn’t make you happy for very long, did it?  Things won’t make us happy for very long because God didn’t make us just to have lots of things or just to have fun.  The reason God made us is so we can glorify him.  Listen to what the catechism says.  Read Q/A 3-5.  

Ask the children Q 3-5 and lead them in the answers.  Then ask the questions and let them recite the answers.

Q. 3. Why did God make you and all things? 

A. For his own glory.

Q. 4. How can you glorify God? 

A. By loving him and doing what he commands.

Q. 5. Why ought you to glorify God? 

A. Because he made me and takes care of me.

Now let’s think about this. What is God’s glory?  Let the children share their ideas.  Say…When we talk about God’s glory, we’re talking about how great and good God is.  The world God made shows how great and good he is.  

God also made people in a very special way that makes us different from the animals and makes us able to show God’s glory in a special way.  Read Genesis 1:27. 

What does that verse tell us about the way God created people? (God created is in his own image) 

God made us to be like him in some ways so we can reflect wonderful things about him – things that show how great and good he is.  Hold up the mirror and ask…When you look in the mirror do you really see yourself?  Are you really standing inside that mirror looking back at you?  Let the children answer you.  Say… What you see in the mirror is a reflection of yourself, which is like a picture or an image of yourself.  Does the image in the mirror show everything about you?  It doesn’t show the front and the back of your head at the same time.  Does it show what you ate for breakfast or what you’re thinking about?  

We don’t reflect everything about God either, but he has made us in his image so we can reflect some things about him.  We glorify God when we reflect things like his goodness and love and patience and forgiveness.  Glorifying God is what really makes us happy because that’s what God created us to do. 

Question 4 in the catechism says that we glorify God by loving him and doing what he commands.  But let me tell you something very important.  We can only love and obey God if we have been cleansed from our sin by Jesus Christ.  We can never glorify God just by trying hard to be good because we can't be good enough to glorify God.  Glorifying God is not just about what we do on the outside.  Glorifying God begins in our hearts.  The Holy Spirit must give us new hearts so that we want to turn away from our sins and trust Jesus to forgive our sins and save us from the punishment we deserve.   Then the Holy Spirit will help us to love and trust God and want to obey him.

One way that we trust and obey God is by learning what he has told us about himself in the Bible.  As we learn more about him, we will become more like him.  Then we will reflect wonderful things about him more and more in what we think and say and do.  What are some other ways that we can obey God? (obey parents, be kind to others, do your best in school, share without fussing, go to church to worship God and learn about him)

When other people see that we love and trust God and want to obey him, they may want to know God too.  That's another way that we glorify him—by showing others how good and great God is.

As you begin the lesson, ask last week's questions inquisitively, without mentioning that they are catechism questions, and let the whole group answer.  Ask…Who made you? (God) What else did God make? (God made all things.) Why did God make you and all things? (For his (ram glory. ) How can you glorify God? (By loving him and doing what he commands.) Why are you to glorify God? (Because he made me and takes care of me.) Say…Now, let me ask you this: what are some ways God takes care of us? (He gives us everything we need — food, clothes, school, parents and others to lake care of us. He promises to be with us always.)
Say…That's great! You really know the answers to the first five questions.  In our catechism questions this week, we will learn some very important things about God.  The Bible teaches us there is only one true God.  Listen to what God said.  Read Isaiah 45:5a from your Bible.  God said he is the only true God.  Ask… What does that mean? What is another word for true: (real) The Lord is the real God.  God is alive.  He made everything, he knows everything and he controls everything.

The Lord is the only true God, but there are many false gods.  In the Old Testament, most people worshiped false gods, like the sun or the moon or statues they had made out of stone or wood. Ask…What is that kind of statue called? (idol) When God chose the Israelites to be his family, he told them to worship and obey only him, the true God of heaven.

One day when the Israelites were camped in the desert near Mount Sinai, thick clouds covered the mountain.  Streaks of lightning flashed across the sky and great claps of thunder shook the ground.  Suddenly, the long blast of a trumpet sounded from heaven, announcing that God had come down onto the mountain.

Moses led the people to the foot of Mount Sinai to meet with God. The mountain shook and the sound of the trumpet grew louder and louder.  Then God himself spoke to the people and said, "I am the LORD your God, who brought you out of Egypt, out of the land of bondage."  When God told them who he was, they knew they should listen.  This is what he said next: Hold up teaching Aid 2 and read the first commandment "You shall have no other gods before Me." Say…God was giving his people the Ten Commandments. Read the second commandment. Then say…These first two commandments teach us that we should not worship any other god. Ask the children to read the second commandment with you.  

After God finished speaking the Ten Commandments, he called Moses up onto Mount Sinai and taught him other things.  Moses stayed on the mountain for 40 days.  Ask…How many days are in a month? Wait for answers. Forty days is a little more than a month. A month isn't a very long time, but sometimes it seems long—like when you're waiting for Christmas to come or for school to be over for the summer.  As the Israelites waited at the foot of the mountain for Moses to come back, 40 days seemed very long.  They began to worry that Moses might never come back. They said to Aaron, "We don't know what's happened to Moses, our leader. Make gods to lead us." How unbelievable!  Only a month earlier, they had heard the true God of heaven command them not to make idols or worship any other god, but now they wanted Aaron to make idols for them.  Aaron should have said, "No!  God has told us not to do that." But instead, he made a golden calf.  Then the people had a great feast and worshiped the golden calf.  When Moses came back down the mountain and saw them, he was so angry that he threw down the two stone tablets on which God had written the Ten Commandments, and they broke.

Some people still worship idols today. People in some places in the world worship the sun or a mountain, or they make wooden or stone idols.  Many of them have never heard about Jesus.  They have never read the Bible, and they don't understand that the Lord is the one true God.

Not many people in our country worship stone statues, but a lot of people worship other kinds of idols.  An idol does not have to be a statue. Teaching Tip:


If you are aware of family difficulties or if a child has special needs or seems insecure, gently focus on the truth that our wise and good God has a special purpose for creating each of us and placing us in the exact home that he did. Conversely, if God has blessed the children you teach with exceptional beauty, wealth, talent or intelligence, stress that all we are and have are gifts from God. They should be used well for his glory.
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Teaching Tip:


As you ask these first five questions, look at the children and speak with animation. Don't read them, waiting for rote answers. Make the catechism questions sound exciting and thoughtful— because they are! Convey to the children through your voice and eyes that you are excited about God and his work in the world. They will catch your excitement.
