Who, When, & What?

CSCK is a family ministry not a children’s or youth ministry; therefore, we are inviting your whole family to participate.  We are part of God’s covenantal family and we long to fellowship together.
This will be our second year of CSCK and the general schedule will remain Wednesday nights from 6:00PM to 7:30PM. Dinner will be at 6:00 followed by worship at 6:15 and activities will begin at 6:30.
The thrust of the school will be the memorization of the Children’s catechism for elementary students and the Shorter Catechism of the Westminster Confession for Junior and Senior High students.
Why the Westminster Catechisms?

We believe it is the finest and most comprehensive curriculum developed in the past 400 years to train our families to be covenant families with a kingdom outlook for our city and our world.

How Will We Do It?

The memorization of the catechisms will be done in creative ways including, repetition, skits, games, crafts (like pumpkin carving), water balloon wars, paint ball relay, just to name a few.   

What’s the Monthly Structure?
· Week One: Covenant Training – Dinner*, Music/worship, fun catechism training, fellowship and testing for stones.
· Week Two: Kingdom Telling – Dinner*, Music/worship, catechism reinforcement through skits, games, and activities.
· Week Three: Kingdom Feast – Grilling outside!  Volunteers & parents bring a side dish for the feast, games and activities will ensue after. 
· Week Four: Kingdom Action – This week has been re-structured for the 2009-2010 school year.  We will meet together for dinner* followed by work on community service/missions projects.
Note:  The dinner menu has been revised this year.  Pizza will be served three nights a month for $1/slice (drinks and desserts are provided at no charge).  Dinner money will be given to the cashier upon arrival and you will receive a meal ticket(s) to redeem for your pizza.  If you would like to prepay and receive a semester of dinner tickets you will save 10%!
